2- The College Council may, based on the approval of the
relevant department council, accept the student’s
enrollment in a master’s degree if he holds a Bachelor of
Science degree with a general grade of less than good, in
addition to one of the specialized postgraduate diplomas
with a general grade of at least very good in an
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appropriate specialty from one of the colleges of science
recognized by Supreme Council of Universities.

3- The College Council may, after taking the opinion of
the relevant department council, accept non-Egyptian
students who hold a bachelor’s degree in science from
any college or scientific institute recognized by the
Supreme Council of Universities and in accordance with
the rules approved by the Supreme Council of
Universities.

4- The approval of the student’s employer to enroll him
to study the degree applied for, or an acknowledgment
that he is not working and is at his personal
responsibility.

5- The student passes a test (personal interview) prepared
by the department to measure the candidates’ ability to
successfully continue their higher studies.

6- Paying the prescribed tuition fees in accordance with
the rules governing this, with the exception of teaching
assistants and assistant teachers at the university and
scholarship students for students at the university or other
universities.

7- Obtaining the approval of the relevant department
council, and the approval of the college council for
registration.

8- The relevant department council may add other
conditions it deems necessary for the admission of new
students to special programs, approved by the college
council in a manner that does not conflict with the
college’s internal regulations and the university
organizing law.

9-The Department Council may determine the number of
accepted students according to the capabilities available
in the department and college by applying the rules of
comparison between applicants.
