Admission
requirement

For a student to enroll in any of the postgraduate
diplomas, the following are required :

1- He must have a Bachelor of Science degree from one
of the colleges of science in Egyptian universities or its
equivalent from any other scientific institute recognized
by the Supreme Council of Universities with at least an
acceptable grade in the specializations determined by the
relevant department council, or a bachelor’s degree from
other appropriate practical colleges. For specialization.
2- The approval of the student’s employer to enroll him
to study the degree applied for, or an acknowledgment
that he is not working and is at his personal
responsibility.

3- The student passes a test (personal interview) prepared
by the department to measure the candidates’ ability to
successfully continue their higher studies.

4- Paying the prescribed tuition fees in accordance with
the rules governing this, with the exception of teaching
assistants and assistant teachers at the university and
scholarship students for students at the university or other
universities.

5- Obtaining the approval of the relevant department
council, and the approval of the college council for
registration.

6- The relevant department council may add other
conditions it deems necessary for the admission of new
students to special programs, approved by the college
council in a manner that does not conflict with the
college’s internal regulations and the university
organizing law.

7-The Department Council may determine the number of
accepted students according to the capabilities available
in the department and college by applying the rules of
comparison between applicants.

8- The student must not be enrolled in postgraduate
studies in any other college or university.

9- The student must obtain the minimum academic
degree according to the conditions and study systems
mentioned in the college’s internal regulations
(Bachelor’s) in accordance with the degree applied for.
10- Postgraduate students whose registration has been
canceled due to fraud or who have been subjected to
disciplinary penalties will not be accepted.

11- Complete all documents required by the Graduate
Studies Department.

12- The student must pass the training courses decided by
the college and university
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
